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In 1889, the Governor of Hiroshima Prefecture at the time, Sadaaki Senda, completed construction of Ujina Port,

Afterwards, Hiroshima Port between being named as a trading port in 1948, until now, has developed into a key point for marine
traffic in the Setouchi Inland Sea, and as the main international port for the Chugoku and Shikoku regions, contributes greatly
to automobile manufacturing, which was responsible for beginning development of the regional economy.
