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In 1889, the Governor of Hiroshima Prefecture at the time, Sadaaki Senda, completed construction of Ujina Port,
the origin of the modern day Hiroshima Port.

The Hatsukaichi, Itsukaichi, Ujina Foreign Trade and Kaita Container Terminal handle lumber, cars, large
construction machinery, grain and mineral etc---. These terminals districts are equipped with freight facilities that are most
appropriate for freight of the each area.
